Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ,    
 
You were saved with the precious Blood of Jesus Christ, as with that of a 
spotless, unblemished lamb (1Pet 1:19). I remember singing a song “There 
is power, power, wonder-working power in the blood, in the precious blood 
of the Lamb”. When I sang that song years ago as a young boy, I didn’t real-
ize the power of the precious blood of the Lamb. There is great power in the 
precious blood prayer for protection over us against the wickedness of the 
enemies of the world. Every Christian who believes in Christ Jesus and His 
saving power over us are sealed in the blood of Jesus Christ who shed every 
drop of His blood to save us. The one single sacrifice made once and for all 
was the most perfect one (ref. Heb 10). It was not the blood of bulls and 
rams that He offered to the Father but His own blood-and thus the offerer 
and the victim is one and the same person. Unlike the O.T. Levitical priest-
hood which offered sacrifices by the sacrifice of animals, in the N.T. the sac-
rifice is done by Jesus himself who reconciled us to the Father. Just as the 
blood of the lambs saved the Israelites from the angel of death, just as the 
blood of the lambs atoned for the sins of the Israelites, the blood of Jesus 
paid the price for expiating the sins of each of us, and the new covenant 
was signed and sealed in the blood of Jesus for eternity. So when we are 
troubled by any powers of the world, call upon the protection and seal of 
the Precious Blood of Jesus, for there is power, power, wonder-working 
power in the precious Blood of Jesus Christ. Suggested prayer is: Precious 
Blood of Jesus Christ, save us and the whole world. 
 
I want to extend my sincere appreciation for your outstanding support for 
the parish-wide information meeting held last weekend to discern God’s 
plan for us. Many of you have received the email regarding the potential 
projects and the possible Capital Campaign along with my letter and case 
statement for your response. I thank you for your     unstinted support to 
the parish.
