Dear Sisters and Brothers in Christ, 
 

Pope St. John Paul II, in his apostolic exhortation Pastores Dabo Vobis (I Will  Give You 
Shepherds), writes: ñEvery aspect of priestly formation can be referred to Mary, the 
human being who has responded better than any other to Godôs call. Mary became both 
the servant and the disciple of the Lord to the point of conceiving, in her heart and in 
her flesh, the Word made man, so as to give him to mankind. Mary was called to edu-
cate the one Eternal Priest, who became docile and subject to her motherly authority. 
With her example and intercession, the Blessed Virgin keeps vigilant watch over the 
growth of vocations and priestly life in the Church.ò 
 

Family is the center of vocation promotion to all walks of life; single life, married life, 
priestly and religious life. If families get down on their knees with folded hands in the 
presence of the Lord, and, united in the mind and heart of the Church, pray for voca-
tions to the priesthood and religious life, we will have priests and religious to continue 
the mission of the Church in these challenging times.  
 

Vocation means ócallô. So your vocation is what God calls you to do with your life. All of 
us are called to know, love and serve the Lord; however, we can do this in the different 
way of life that we choose. Prayer is central to the increase of vocations. 
 

Pope Benedict XVI tells us: òPrayer itself, born in Catholic families, nurtured by pro-
grams of Christian formation, strengthened by the grace of the Sacraments, is the first 
means by which we come to know the Lordôs will for our lives. To the extent that we 
teach young people to pray, and to pray well, we will be cooperating with Godôs call. 
Programs, plans and projects have their place; but the discernment of a vocation is 
above all the fruit of an intimate dialogue between the Lord and his disciples. Young 
people, if they know how to pray, can be trusted to know what to do with Godôs callò. 
 

Especially in this month of October, as we pray the Rosary, honoring Blessed Mother 
Mary, celebrate World Mission Sunday and Vocation Promotion week, may every fami-
ly in our parish ask the Lord of the Harvest to send us more laborers into the His vine-
yard. Please pray for our young people that at least some may choose the priestly & re-
ligious way of life. Parents, be promoters of vocations to the priesthood and religious life 
in our parishes. Whenever you participate in the Holy Mass and/or spend time before 
the Blessed Sacrament, please do pray for vocations to the priesthood and religious life.  
 

May the Lord of the Harvest send more laborers into His abundant harvest.  Let each 
of our families be seminaries/nurseries for vocations.
